ARRIVAL

Students will be greeted in the car pool line stgrat 7:45 a.m. The carpool line closes at 7:55
a.m. and the school day begins PROMPTLY at 8:00 Borstudents are allowed on school
grounds prior to the set times above.

Children who arrive after 8:00 a.must be brought to the office by a parent to reces a
tardy slip from the school office. They may then proceeth&r classroom.

TARDINESS

Tardiness disrupts instructional programs. Stud@rtdy five times within a nine week period
are considered excessively tardy and will be issuddtention. Thereafter on the sixth tardy the
parent(s) of the student and the student are redjuio meet with the Head of School to
determine a strategy for timely arrival. Chroracdiness is reflected in the student’s transcripts.
Excessive tardy minutes will be added to constitlztgs of absence when applicable. Excessive
tardiness will be handled at the discretion onHead of School.

The loss of recess for excessive tardiness unfortately punishes the student for the actions
of a parent. Please ensure that your child arrivepromptly to school.

AFTER SCHOOL CARE
After school, students may take advantage of afthool programming offered by the Metairie
JCC. Metairie JCC membership is required for piguditon in all JCC after school programs. If
interested, please contact Wendy Goldberg at thaiNeJCC 887-5158, extension 104.

DISMISSAL

Dismissal begins at 3:35 p.m. daily at the parkatgentrance. Early dismissal days are posted in
the school calendar. For the safety of your ctpldase wait to pull up in the car pool line to

allow your child to enter the vehicle under propepervision.

All students not picked up by 3:45pm must go terasichool care with all charges payable to the
JCC.

Teachers are not authorized to release studernitggdtie school day. If it is necessary to pick



up a child during the day, please come to the D=8l Office before proceeding to your

child's classroom. The administrative assistafitsign your child out and provide you with a

slip instructing the teacher to dismiss your chiRlease plan ahead for any appointments; as this
procedure will take a little extra time. If yousignate another person to pick up your child the
school needs a note in advance authorizing udd¢agse your child to someone other than parents
or guardians; a picture I.D. may also be requirégou do not notify the office by written note,
we will not release the child. Please advise #sghated individual regarding the child release
procedure at NOJDS.

If for some reason your child is going home witlo#@er child from schook parent must send

a notein order to send your child home with a frientlislunduly taxing for the office to "track
down" permission when we are informed by studdms they are going home with a friend and
we have not been properly advised.

In the event of an EMERGENCY, please call the sthwaotify us of alternate arrangements.

CAR POOL

All car pools are requested to register with theost office. This may be accomplished by
simply completing a transportation form. If you g@ieking up an individual student, this is
defined as a car pool, and a transportation formtralso be completed.

ATTENDANCE

Regular attendance at school is the best way torer@sstudent's academic progress. When
absence does occur, a parent is expected to cohéattacher and arrange to make up missed
assignments.

The school office will call an absent child’s parédrthat parent has not contacted the school by
10:00 a.m. This is to ensure that the parenver@ of the child’s absence and to find out about
any illnesses that the school should be awardafekample, a contagious illness such as
chicken pox). Excused absences will be recognizeiliness, emergency, or other situations at
the discretion of the School Head of School.

Students who are absent five or more school dayshorare ill with a communicable disease are
required to bring, upon return to school, a notenfia physician stating that they may return to
school.

Excessive unexcused absences are highly problemaiigsiana law governing schools requires
elementary students to be in attendance for at l&d#sdays to be eligible to receive credit for
courses taken. Exceptions can only be made irsacdsxtended illness or family crises.



CLOSING FOR INCLEMENT WEATHER

On those occasions, when inclement weather fohmeslbsure of school, parents will be notified
by email. When appropriate, closings will alsdibted on television.

UNIFORM POLICY

Students that do not abide by uniform regulationk ve sent to the office to contact their
parents to secure appropriate clothing.

Dress code issues not addressed by the uniforroypare as follows:

Shoes that represent a safety hazard are notvmire This includes: open toed shoes,
shoes without backs, flip-flops, and heels in egadne and a half inches.

Students are not to wear make-up, lipstick, str@oiggne, or perfume.

Students are not to wear dangling, large hoopregsror nose rings.

Student’s hair must always be clean and combed.

Uniform bottoms may be purchased at any storesilég a uniform line. The generic
uniform shirts may be purchased anywhere as lorilgegsare plain and no outer
markings such as company logos, labels, etc. Tdve Qrleans Jewish Day School logo
is always acceptable on any shirt.

Generic Uniform ltems

All uniform bottoms must be uniform line navy orad in the following styles: long pants,
shorts, skirts, shorts, or jumpers. Sweat patgaeceptable as uniform bottoms. Tights for
skirts or jumpers must be white or navy blue.

All uniform tops must be royal blue, light blue,white in the following styles: collared long or
short sleeve polo shirts, oxford dress shirts, Heé| collared shirts, and turtlenecks.

Physical Education
The PE - t- shirt may be worn to school on youtdgiPE days. All tennis shoes purchased must
be non-marking shoes. This is usually marked erbthx.




Sweats

All sweat pants and sweat shirts (crew neck or edadp up) in navy or gray can be purchased
anywhere as long as they are plain and have no makings. Students may bring sweats to
change into for PE, however, they may not be wbraughout the day.

Previously Purchased School Clothes
Any school clothes you purchased from NOJDS inp&t are acceptable as part of the uniform

policy.

Every Wednesday will be kids pick day. Studenty mear whatever they want as long as it
follows the standard dress code written in the sthandbook.

DISCIPLINE

NOJDS is committed to providing a community thafrée from hostility, intimidation and other
abusive behavior. Discipline at NOJDS reflects amirenment where children are encouraged
to learn in a positive and self affirming atmosghevhere expectations are clear, fair, and
reasonable limits are defined. When an individsibEhavior cannot conform to such a setting,
effective methods must be found to help modify shedent’'s behavior. Such methods never
include corporal punishment or personal criticidmi instead seek to redirect the student's
behavior in consultation with the student, the beacthe student's parents, or the Head of
School of the school.

Keeping in mind the Jewish value of "Kavod Habrjy6Respecting your neighbor," all students
are expected to show respect for peers, teacheissahool property; maintain an atmosphere
conducive to learning, and be concerned about #fetys of all associated with the school.
Students unable or unwilling to take responsibifity such an approach to behavior will be
subject to appropriate disciplinary proceduresagdebe reminded that any item that may cause
injury or harm to another student is not allowedtl@ campus (ex. pocket knives). Discipline
measures will be imposed to ensure that studerdsrstand the responsibility for the choices
they make.

An integral part of NOJDS’ philosophy is that akpacts of school culture need to be
educational. This philosophy informs our disciplipolicy as well. Our approach is positive
discipline; teaching our students responsibilitgpgeration, problem solving skills, and self
discipline.

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR



Classroom behavior is important to the total clienat NOJDS. Therefore, all students should:

1. Enter the classrooms only when teachers aremires have been given permission.
Locked classrooms are newverbe entered.

2. Arrive on time with all required materials.
3. Follow classroom rules as established by eatheofrade level teachers.

If a discipline problem occurs that warrants adstraitive intervention, the Head of School and
parents will be notified through the Discipline Be#l policy. Parents will be informed and
appropriate measures will be taken.

EMERGENCY

Parents must make sure that all medical informaggarding their child is current in his/her
student records. If an emergency situation ocawsry effort will be made to contact the parent
or guardian, to contact the physician designatetherchild's medical form or to obtain
appropriate care at the nearest hospital emergewcy or the one specified by the parent. In an
extreme emergency, an ambulance will be calledagpdopriate medical care rendered. Any
changes will be the responsibility of the parehthé child's designated physician cannot be
reached, an alternate physician designated bycti@oswill be contacted. The school must
have on file for each child a signed medical reddfasm authorizing emergency care and
transfer of medical records to the local hospitaiergency phone numbers for reaching the
parent or guardian and another authorized persat lpeuon file and current.

ACCIDENT PROCEDURES

An accident report shall be completed for eachdsstiexcept minor scratches or abrasions.
The report will be completed as soon as possilté gfe accident and before the end of the
school day. A parent will be notified when necegsand the report will be filed with the
student’s records. We ask that you also infornrytild’s teacher of any injuries or bruises that
occurred outside of the school.

FIELD TRIPS

Opportunities to learn outside of school enricha@bdacational experiences of our students. Such
trips are planned either as an extension of thesa@m work or to expand the learning
environment of our students. A permission slipfield trips is required to be signed by a parent
or guardian before any student may be allowed tbhggaate. If a class parent either volunteers
or is requested to drive on a field trip, it is esgary for the school to have proof of adequate
insurance coverage. The driver should submit a cbplyeir driver’s license and insurance card
to the office.



HEALTH POLICY

All students must have an updated health form sidnyetheir doctor in their student records at
the beginning of the academic year. This shouttiige a record of immunizations and
vaccinations received by the child to satisfy amyuirements of the state.

In situations where students are receiving ongoiedical care (whether for one's physical or
emotional health) the school must be informed arehgements for communication between the
school and student's health care provider made.

SICK POLICY

In order to maintain a healthy learning environmehildren with fevers, vomiting or diarrhea
must be kept out of school—or picked up immediaiélihese symptoms develop during he
school day. Parents of children with any of thevabsymptoms will be notified and asked to
pick up their child. In any situation where theld@ghappears too ill to remain in school, the
administration will attempt to contact the parenthe emergency contact person assigned by the
parent. Children will remain in the infirmary untihey are picked up by a parent or his/her
guardianlf a child is sick with fever he/she may not returnto school until fever free without
medication for 24 hours. If a child has a contagious illness he/she maseha physician’s
statement releasing the student to return to scidehse do not send a sick child to school with
the hope that he or she will feel better as theptageeds. This is neither good for the child nor
for the other members of the school community.

LICE POLICY

While every effort will be made to maintain the hleaf each child, our school, like others, may
be subject to Pediculosis (head lice). Severgisstee suggested to keep such a situation under
control.

a. Children should wash their hands regularly.

b. Children should not share combs, brushes, kigisot, or other grooming aids.

c. Discovery of lice requires the child to be demine and treated, insuring that all nits have been
removed before returning to school.

d. Upon returning to school, the student will beexamined by a NOJDS staff member to ensure
that all nits are gone from his/her scalp. If aecaf lice is discovered at home, please
inform the school.

MEDICATION IN SCHOOL

Prescription medication shall not be administecedrty student without an order from a
physician or dentist. The order must include thioWwing.

The student’'s name.

The name and signature of the physician/dentist.

The physician/dentist’s business address, phondeuand an emergency phone

number.

The name of the medication.

The frequency and time of the medication.



The route and dosage of the medication.
A written statement of the diagnosis, desired é$f@and the specific adverse effects of
the medication.

The parent/guardian is responsible for deliveriregimation to the NOJDS office. No student
may transport medication of any kind to or from slolool.

All medication must meet acceptable pharmaceusizaddards and be in the original container
dispensed by the pharmacist. Non prescription ca¢idin must be in its original bottle.

No medication will be dispensed to a student by sobl personnel without proper release
from a physician or parent. This applies to_botlprescription and non prescription
medication regardless of the delivery method.

The initial dose of a medication must be admineddry the student’s parent/guardian outside
NOJDS’ jurisdiction with sufficient time for obseatron of adverse reactions.

Any medication that can be administered at homet imeigiven at home. For example, medicine
that is to administered three times a day can engn the morning, upon arrival of the student
at home, and at bedtime.

RECESS

Each day, students are allowed a certain amouitneffor recess. All students are expected to
participate in a daily outdoor recess period. phagsical condition indicates that the child should
not participate in outdoor activities for a daytwo, please send a note to the teacher. If a child
must stay indoors for more than two days for plajlsieasons, please send a note from the
doctor.

In case of wet or severely cold weather, indooessavill be provided. Recess periods are
always supervised by staff members.

LIBRARY

Students will have access to the Joan and GerakhBen Library and Resource Center both for
pleasure and academic needs. Students as walastp may benefit from checking books out
of the library. Students may do so through reguisits to the library from class. Students must
return library materials in a timely manner. Arnydent who has not returned library books/
materials will be responsible for the replacemearst defore a final report card can be issued.

HOMEWORK

NOJDS sees homework as an opportunity to enrictrsapgdlement the school experience of the
child. In addition to providing the student thepoptunity to develop skills in responsibility,

time management, and organization, it also helpsitdorce and master skills and concepts
learned during the school day.
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Homework may vary from grade to grade, but gengfalls into one of four categories: a)
completion of class work, b) review and practicelass work, c) long-term projects, and d)
enrichment activities.

Parental responsibilities in helping their childterestablish good homework practices should
include providing a quiet place and scheduled tion@o homework, acting as a consultant or
guide when a child seeks help, helping the studstatblish a realistic timetable for projects and
staying on task, assisting the child to obtain appate resource material, and informing the
teacher if the assignment seems unduly difficoltthat the student receives the necessary help
in school.

Homework may or may not be assigned over weekendadteachers are encouraged to keep
homework to a minimum over Jewish holidays.

PROMOTIONAL POLICY

In all grades, the students’ developmental progneée reflected on the progress reports and
the report cards. Throughout the year, the faautty staff work diligently to provide their
students with a solid foundation to prepare stugléarthigh school. Not all students learn at the
same pace and in the same way. Parents will bBaabtvhen it becomes necessary for support
intervention. This may include supplemental he@prfroutside tutors. The faculty and
administration will help in this process. Teachmay not tutor their own students. However, we
have a list of tutors that we can recommend if eded

Occasionally, a student still will not master trez@ssary skills to be proficient in a subject area
to be eligible for promotion to the next grade. Huninistration team will then conference with
parents to discuss instructional options for tiuelsnt.

PARENT-TEACHER COMMUNICATION

A successful school depends heavily on effectivéhoas of communication between parents
and school staff. In order to accomplish thisumher of vehicles may be used.

Parents and teachers will have the opportunitygetrat an open house orientation held at the
beginning of the school year. The evening willirie hearing teachers talk about their goals
and program for the year, as well as learning abppbrtunities for parent participation.

Families will receive quarterly newsletters whiclhl wrovide parents with information

pertaining to the school events and activitiesyal as, any important communication between
the school staff and the rest of the community.
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Students will receive report cards mailed homéatend of each quarter. These will focus on
the child's academic, social, and emotional devekyg in school.

Parent/Teacher conferences will be scheduled twediin the year, one in the fall and one in the
spring. Parents must call to either confirm ormg®athe appointment set by the school.
Additional conferences may be scheduled by eitmeparent or teacher if there is a special
concern.

Specific questions to teachers may be addressedrigcting them at the school during the
school day. Please be advised that while theymoaype available to immediately respond to a
call, a message will be left for them and the wélllbe returned. As a school respectful of
religious traditions, we also ask that parentscaditteachers at home on Sabbath or Holidays.

When addressing any concerns regarding your ghldése contact the teacher first. If the issue
cannot be resolved between the teacher and p#nertiead of School will intervene if
necessary.

Faculty have e-mail accounts available for pareather communication. Please do not use the
faculty e-mail accounts to forward e-mails that moé school related or related directly to your
child. Faculty are advised to reply to those kinfls-mails with a gentle request to remove their
e-mail address from your address book for this psep

STUDENT RECORDS

The school maintains a confidential cumulative fdeeach student which contains records of
academic achievement, health, test results, pdrdats and teachers' anecdotal reports. All
parents or legal guardians have the right to insped review their child's cumulative record at
any time. Student records are subject to beinghelthwhen any financial obligations to the
school are not met.

TUITION AND FEES

Tuition and fees will be reviewed annually by thealBd of Directors, as part of the budgetary
process. Information will be shared with parentsanjunction with either re-enrollment forms
or application materials.

VISITORS
Parents are welcome to visit classes, programs|afefand holiday celebrations. Please contact

the school office or teachers in advance to coaidithe best time for a visit. All visitoese
required to check in with the reception desk taise@ name tag pass.
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VOLUNTEERS

Volunteer help is greatly appreciated, needed,exipected at NOJDS. Contributing time and
energy for a specific project, or on an ongoingutar basis within the classroom or school
office allows us to provide the children with armparded range of activities. Opportunities to
volunteer are varied and numerous: leading cookxmgriences, assisting of field trips,
introducing children to your specific area of exjsr, and serving on committees.

Another vital volunteer service is participationfimd raising activities for the school. Since
tuition covers only a percentage of the total edsiducation for each child, parents will be
asked to assist in annual fund raising events.

***Since we have multiple agencies sharing the faldy, all meetings must be arranged with
the office at least 48 hours in advance.

FACILITIES

We acknowledge our responsibility to help mainthim facility in a clean and attractive manner.
We are also aware that such a location providderasting temptations" for some students.
While phones and vending machines must be accegssiltihe general public, NOJDS students
are not permitted to use these items as they digt@n the learning environment. If a parent
receives a call from his/her child during the dalgase ask to speak with the staff member that
would be present. Also, please refrain from semdnoney with your child for the vending
machines, unless it is for an after-school snack.

SCHOOL SUPPLIES

Teachers will notify families if there are supplieseded by the student that are not supplied by
the school.

LUNCH/SNACK

At mealtime and snack time, we sincerely requestttie food guidelines outlined in the Kashrut
Policy be reviewed and maintained. In additionweeild like to encourage fruit or other kinds
of nutritious food items for lunch on a daily basRlease see menu suggestions under Kashrut
policy. NOJDS provides snack in the prekindergaged kindergarten classrooms.

Parents are also encouraged to help their childnelerstand the connection between the
spiritual and environmental aspect of eating byifgeach child use a lunch box with a reusable
container. Lunch boxes should be labeled with yild's name and grade. If your child's
lunch contains items which require a fork or spquease send the implements with them.
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RELIGIOUS POLICIES

As a community school, the NOJDS reflects and respgbe various philosophies of the families
and congregations from which students come. Chilgbgfully learn and practice Jewish
customs and observances while interacting withgpaed adults whose religious affiliation and/
or practices may differ from their own. In this wapildren naturally experience a diversity of
Jewish life and learn to respect and understaniia range of traditions.

KIPPOT

Jewish tradition has always understood the wearireghead-covering as a sign of respect. It is
the policy of the NOJDS that all boys wear a kipdtile studying Judaica and reciting blessings
at prayer and meal times. This includes any footsumed during field trips. It is encouraged,
but optional, for boys wear a kipah throughoutgbkool day. Girls who wish to wear a kipah
are encouraged and supported to do so.

RELIGIOUS PLURALISM

Boys and girls participate equally in prayer. Raldbdm across the ideological spectrum will be
invited to visit the school and participate in ppagssemblies and Shabbat/holiday celebrations.
They will advise our religious practices in the agoh In this way, children naturally experience
the diversity in Jewish life and learn to respext bove all Jews.

TZEDAKAH

Throughout the school year, students have a vasiebpportunities to put Jewish values into
practice. Particular among these is the mitzvadiieédakah", giving to others. Various projects
that may require financial or personal-time conttibns will help the students understand the
significance of this mitzvah and its importance Jewish life. We hope that by involving one's
family in the Tzedakah process during projectsughmut the year, the students will come to
realize this as an ongoing mitzvah. Families atenecessarily expected to participate in every
Tzedakah project, but are encouraged to suppasettieey feel comfortable with.

JEWISH HOLIDAYS

The school follows the Jewish calendar. All fedsvand special periods of the year are noted
and observed in the school setting. The entireddh&es on the ambiance of the approaching
holiday. All classes are involved in appropriaterteng activities, observances, and school
assemblies. Classes and school activities are iseteduled in conflict with Jewish holidays.
Community activities which take place on Shabbataidays cannot be endorsed by the school.
For our students to become familiar with and exqrere all aspects of Sabbath and festival
observance, families are encouraged to attend¢bagregations for services. Families are also
encouraged to be part of the full spectrum of &ty associated with their synagogue.
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NON - JEWISH HOLIDAYS

National holidays such as Thanksgiving and Pres&l€ay are marked by special programs and
are taught as part of the Social Studies curriculline school avoids observance of all holidays
with non-Jewish religious origins regardless ofitledespread acceptance. This policy includes
Halloween and Valentine's Day. Please do not semadist for these holidays to school for your
child to distribute to his/her friends. No apparejewelry representing a non-Jewish holiday
should be worn to school at anytime.

HOLIDAY CELEBRATIONS AND BIRTHDAYS

Celebrations are held for the children for manyigdbvolidays. Planning for these celebrations
is done cooperatively between the faculty and #remts. Very simple birthday parties may be
arranged in cooperation with the child's teachekiiodergarten through third grade. The teacher
must be notified in advance.

All food distributed at parties must be kosher, baked in the school kitchen or purchased from
an approved bakery (see appendix). Nothing thattepared at home may be distributed to the
children. All packaged food must be labeled kostign an appropriate Kashrut symbol (see
section orKASHRUT).

PARTIES & CELEBRATIONS OUTSIDE THE SCHOOL

We recognize that although our personal observamegsdiffer, we are all part of one Jewish
community. In an effort to be considerate and tiude all the children, we ask that you do not
schedule your child's parties on the eve or déyhatbbat or major festivals * (minor holidays
such as Hanukkah, Tu B'Shvat and Purim are fine) al§0 request that food served at these
celebrations be vegetarian/dairy or certified kosteas to accommodate the dietary needs of all
of our students and extend the school communityto€h your children are a part. Please do not
send party invitations to school to be distributethe classroom. We strongly encourage
inviting all classmates. A list of kosher certifiextal food providers will be sent home at a later
date.

* These include the first two days of Sukkot, ShanAitzeret, Simchat Torah, Pesach, Shavuot,
and the last two days of Pesach.

MISCELLANEOUS
All religious, educational, promotional, and comntymotice material must be approved by the
school’s director before distribution.

Questions or issues of religious policy in the sdhvall be dealt with by a Rabbinic Advisory
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Committee. This committee will deal with issuegdlasy arise and will reflect all perspectives in
the Jewish community.

KASHRUT POLICY
NOJDS is committed to providing the kind of posativewish educational setting in which all
students will feel comfortable. To create a sefsechool community, as well as to impart
Jewish practices through both study and experied@JIDS observes the traditional Jewish way
of sanctifying eating by observing the laws of Kagh

We acknowledge that Kashrut observances may vdrgmig in different parts of the world, but
even in our own community. Thus, knowing that éhare members of our community who
observe Kashrut as well as those who do notbereeficial to share the following information
for all our families. Please keep in mind thatstnguidelines are not intended to cause
difficulty; rather they are intended to help allaar community feel comfortable eating at
NOJDS. If you have questions or concerns regarthisgnformation then please speak with Dr.
Berk.

The kitchen of the Goldring-Woldenberg Communityr@as is a kosher facility. In addition,
our policy at NOJDS is that all food served to stud, regardless of whether it is in classrooms
or from our kitchen, be kosher. In order to ma&eain that the food served at NOJDS is
kosher, we have asked Rabbi Uri Topolosky, whoeseas the rabbi at Beth Israel and as the
mashgiach (supervisor) of the kitchen on this canpualso serve as the mashgiach of the
school.

Together with Rabbi Bob Loewy & Rabbi Uri Topolosks have developed the following
policy for NOJDS.
